Passing on the RIGHT on a two lane highway:  
This issue  needs to be addressed on the college road as driverõs come from Great Bend to the College.  
The housing addition on the north side o f the road at the top of the hill is an issue.  As residents make that 
left hand turn into the addition cars pa ss on the right  is illegal.  Not only is  it illegal, there is always the 
possibility of  bicycles, walkers, joggers, and even follow students that use the shoulder of the highway.  
At the rate of speed that vehicles are passing on the right, it is impossible for a person on the shoulder to 
manuve r out of the way.  The KS Highway Patrol has issued some tickets for passing on the right.  

KANSAS Driverõs License Handbook:   
PASSING ON THE RIGHT Is permissible on one -way roadways and streets and highways marked for two 
or more lanes of traffic moving the same direction. Do not drive on the shoulder to pass  except during an 
emergency or when directed by traffic authorities. When passing on the righ t, be sure to check traffic 
ahead and behind, and use signals to show your intention.  (from the KS Driverõs Handbook)
